'I Fix Interface Arms To Screen
® i Loosen (but do not remove) the safety
screws on the bottom of the interface arms
and remove items 2 & 3 from item 1.

A. For screens with 75 x 75mm, 100 x 100mm or 100 x 200mm fixings.
ii. Attach items 2 & 3 to the back of the screen
using the items A-M.

Note: Ensure the arms are facing the correct way
round and the same holes are used on both arms.

Note: Use spacers (items K, L, M)
for screens with recess fixings.

i. To service the screen, push the screen and
the mount will release and move out from
the wall.

Note: Be careful not to damage the screen
when pushing. Keep hold of the screen as it
moves outwards.

ii. Screen shown in the service position.

iii. When servicing is complete, push the
screen back and click into place.

Important: Push at the top and bottom of the
screen on the bezel. To avoid any screen flexing
(and when spacers have been used) apply light
pressure in-line with the interface arms, pushing
alternative arms at the top and bottom.

Note: If the pop-out function of the bracket is
not operating, check that the pop-out system
has not been disabled - see below.

Optional Disable Pop-Out Function

To disable pop-out function, assemble
item 6 to item 1.

Cable ties (not included) can be used to
maintain a tidy install.

Determine the centre of the recess and use
centre lines to align with centre marks on item 1.
